On behalf of the George Mason University academic community, we are pleased to present this catalog 
of university faculty journal editors’ accomplishments. We are also delighted to initiate this opportunity 
for collegiality and recognition across all of George Mason’s academic disciplines. 

Last year, the University Libraries collaborated with the Fall for the Book Festival by sponsoring a 
university faculty book authors’ reception. It was a natural partnership, given the festival’s emphasis 
on all issues related to writing and books. However, recognizing that many members of our faculty 
contribute to publications other than books, we felt it was important to also showcase our academic 
community’s publishing in journals as well. This was the impetus for today’s event and catalog.

When we began asking faculty to identify journals—scholarly, scientific, or professional—that they were 
involved in editing or otherwise producing, we were unsure of the level of response we would receive. 
We were pleasantly surprised both by the level of interest expressed and the volume of responses 
received. This activity is yet another indicator that within George Mason’s faculty there are scholars 
and scientists of very high visibility and renown in their fields. The journals represented in this catalog 
are as diverse, innovative, and accomplished as our faculty members. The journals range from those 
published in print and electronic formats to those that are solely online. They cover the universe 
of academic and scientific inquiry, from the science and technology fields to humanities and social 
sciences, and the professions such as education and law. This is truly an eclectic and varied collection of 
titles that reflects the range of intellectual life of the entire university.
